The Director, Greg Pichery & Musical Director, Jonathan Rees, with colleagues from The Cresset team 
will be looking for strong character actors/singers who can move well (no heavy dancing required). 
 
You will be expected to commit to being at all rehearsals, (and only missing them if pre-arranged or 
through unavoidable circumstance) to stay in touch with us and to have a disciplined professional 
approach. We are not able to offer you payment, but we will ensure we invite press/agents and give you 
copies of photos and/or any video we may take on CD at no charge. Wardrobe will be provided though 
you may be asked to supplement items from your own collection if required. Tea/coffee/orange juice and 
water will be available in the rehearsal room whilst working. Most of the rehearsal spaces are air-
conditioned. 
 
We are happy to audition people who have disabilities and we encourage equality of opportunity. 
 
 
Age Requirements 
 
The minimum age for auditions is 15 years and older.

Rehearsal & Performance Times 
 
Rehearsals will take place from Monday, 18th August 2008 for 3 weeks, Monday – Friday only from 
10.00am – 5.00pm. and the production week from Monday, 8th September.  For those who are still at 
school, The Cresset may need to obtain the relevant License to allow you to rehearse during school 
hours when we get near to the production week. You will need parental approval for this – please do not 
join the cast if you do not have this. The Cresset provides registered chaperones where necessary. 
 
The performances will be an evening preview performance on 10th September; evening performances on 
11th and 12th, a matinee and evening performance on 13th, and the possibility of an additional 
performance on the 14th.

Peterborough is situated eighty miles north of London and has excellent road and rail connections with 
the Midlands, East Anglia and the South East, which are easily reached via the A1, M1, M11 or A47.

Seymour:   Our hero.  Insecure, naïve, put upon, sweet and well meaning. 
   Young character Tenor – top note A 
 
Audrey:  Secret love of Seymour’s life.  Bleached blonde and dizzy.  Sweet, 

vulnerable, caring.  Always attracting the wrong kind of guy. 
 Strong Belt to D – straighter musical theatre sound. 
 
 
Mr Mushnik:  Owner of Skid Row Florist shop.  He never smiles, especially as his shop 

isn’t doing the business it should, but often sweats – a lot! 
 Older Character Baritone - top note F#. 
 
 
Orin:  A tall, dark, handsome dentist with a black leather jacket and sadistic 

tendencies.  An egotistical pretty boy dressed like a greaser, but thinks like 
an insurance salesman and talks like a radio announcer. 

 Elvis-style voice – top note G.  Must be good singing actor. 
 
 
Chiffon/Crystal:    Strong soul voice.  Strong high belt – to top F.  Must have excellent 

harmony skills.    
Ronette:  Strong soul voice.  Can be stronger and darker than other girls – belt to C. 
 Must have harmony skills. 

3 street ucrhins who function as part of the action and a Greek Chorus 
outside of it.  Young, hip, smart.  Must be excellent singers. 

 
 
Voice of Audrey 2:  Deep, rich velvety tones which are soothing, sinister and menacing at the 

same time.  Barry White meets Otis Reading. 
 Strong, dark soul voice.  Should have good bottom range to bottom G.  Top 

note G. 
 
 
Other smaller roles:  Winos, Customers, Radio Announcer, Mr Bernstein/Mrs Luce/ SkipSnip  

Played by 3 versatile character actors (2 male & 1 female).
